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Excerpted from a memo to Steve Anderson from Debbie Bent — March 4, 2008:

“A proposed master plan and an environmental impact statement (EIS) were completed in 2004. However in 2005, the City of
Kenmore did not approve the proposed comprehensive plan and zoning amendments, nor the planned action ordinance, nor the
development agreement that would have put the proposed master plan in effect. The Comprehensive Plan continues to indicate the
need for a master plan to help resolve the long-term land use and zoning for the property.”
